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Exchange Student Off-campus Rental Expectations and Rules

Having the University of Lethbridge assist you in renting a room in an off-campus apartment is a privilege not right; if you break any of the following rules and/or do not live up to the required expectations  of living in a shared apartment as stated (either in writing or verbally) by the apartment landlord/lady, then you can be evicted from your apartment and the entire damage deposit retained.  Your home university will be contacted and informed of any and all inappropriate behaviour and if serious infractions occur, your exchange semester can be immediately revoked and you will be required to leave the university.

1. Pay your rent the first day of the month. 
2. No loud/late parties. Be respectful of neighbours.
3. No smoking in apartment.

4. Keep your room and apartment clean and your dishes washed.
5. Be respectful of your roommates:

a. No loud music when others are studying.

b. No loud noises while others are sleeping.

c. Work together to keep apartment clean and tidy.

d. Do not eat food that does not belong to you.

Please note:  If rules are not followed and, after ONE warning, problematic behaviour does not improve, the University of Lethbridge Faculty of Management International Programs Office will assist the  landlord/lady in the student’s eviction from the premises and the home university will be informed. The evicted student will be allowed to find their own housing but if another violation occurs, the student will be removed from the exchange program.
