Can take up to 60 days.
Documents required for Student Visa:

1. Valid passport within a minimum of 180 days prior to your intended arrival in Spain.
2. If you are not a Canadian Citizen, you must present a valid Canadian permit. 

3. Visa application form, completed and signed.
4. Three recent passport size photos. 

5. Acceptance letter from the Universidad de Jaén. 
6. Acceptance letter from the University of Lethbridge. 

7. Proof of financial assets. A minimum statement of CDN$2,650.00/month will be required by means of financial statement from your banking institution. (If your parents will be covering your expenses, you must present a notarized declaration from them and copy of their financial statement.). 

8. Overseas medical insurance coverage. 

9. Proof of accommodation: Hotel reservation or confirmation letter from the Academic Institution indicating the conditions of your accommodation. Private housing must be accompanied by a notarized invitation. 

10. Letter from your Family Physician indicating the following: 

a. Absence of quarantine diseases including cholera, plague and yellow fever, according to the regulations of the World Health Organization. 

b. Absence of contagious, parasitic and infectious diseases. 

c. No psychological disorders, mental illnesses, psychosis, delirium or hallucinations. 

d. No addictions to drugs. 

11. Police Record Clearance certificate, issued by the authorities of the country or countries where you have resided during the last 5 years, including Canada. 

12. Flight reservation. 
13. Application fee of $91.20 CAD, paid to the order of The Consulate General of Spain.  Payment can be made via money order.  For Canadian Citizens there is a reciprocal administration charge of $125.00.
14. If you are applying from another province you can submit your application by mail. In this case, please provide also a prepaid and self-addressed PRIORITY COURIER or XPRESSPOST envelope issued only by CANADA POST. 
Once you are prepared to submit your application, contact the Consulate directly to ensure no changes have been made to the application procedure or fees.
Do not forget:

- If you have a residence or student visa in your passport. 

- You must arrive in Spain within the next 60 days.

- The Immigration Authorities must stamp your passport upon arrival.
- To obtain the resident permit, please contact the local Police Authorities within 30 days after arrival.
