(EDUC), Faculty of Health Sciences (ABHL, ADCS, HLSC, NURS, PUBH, and 
TREC), and the Dhillon School of Business (ACCT, AGEM, FINC, HRLR, 
IGBM, IMGT, MGT, and MKTG) may be counted towards the Lib Ed

_____ Education Admission GPA: Minimum cumulative grade point 
average of 2.50 on all U of L and transferable courses taken within 
the terms containing the last 14 courses (42.0 credit hours). All 
courses must be graded.

_____ Minimum of five courses (15.0 credit hours) in the major.

_____ Major GPA: Minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.50 on 
all graded courses comprising the major, including all transferable 
courses.

_____ Credit in Education 2500 - Orientation to Teaching (or equivalent) 
prior to the fall program intake, including a favourable 
recommendation from the instructor.

Elementary Education and Inclusive Education students will 
reverse the fall and spring terms in Year 5 and complete PS III 
in the spring.

1 Students who have completed French 30 or French 31 (or equivalent) should complete 
French 2010 and French 2020 in their first year of studies. Students who have completed 
French Language Arts 30 or Français 30 (or equivalent) should complete French 2001 
and a French elective in their first year of studies. Students who have completed none of 
the previously mentioned courses should begin with French 1000 or 1100 (as indicated 
by the placement test) and should seek advice on course sequencing from the Department 
Advisor in Modern Languages.

2 Students who have not completed Spanish 30 or equivalent should begin their studies 
with Spanish 1000.

3 Education 2500 must be completed (with a Pass Recommend) before admission. It may 
be taken in the spring or summer term immediately prior to the fall intake.

4 Students participating in the FVSP must complete French 2250. For further details, 
consult the French Off-Campus Studies Coordinator. Note that if students complete fewer 
than five courses in this term, they will have to complete the remaining required courses 
at some other point in their program.

5 Students participating in the SVSP must complete Spanish 2250. For further details, 
consult the Spanish Off-Campus Studies Coordinator. Note that if students complete 
fewer than five courses in this term, they will have to complete the remaining required 
courses at some other point in their program.

Note: Courses in bold in Years 1 and 2 of the sample sequence are prerequisite(s) for required 
courses and should be completed early in your program. Students are advised to review 
the prerequisites for elective courses within the major and plan accordingly.
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
